· If a year of high school or college was missed, please send a letter from the school on official letterhead stating the reason for the leave of absence.

· Transcripts are needed for any university or college credit taken.  Failure to include this information could lead to the dismissal of the application or the student from the University.
· Official high school graduation certificate (original and translation) 

· Personal statement/essay 

· Resume/CV of the past three years
· Please account for all time/activities starting from grade 10 (or year 1) in high school to the present.  The University will request an official letter or documentation of any unaccounted for periods.
· Proof of financial eligibility by providing either a personal bank statement and/or a sponsor bank statement and the University of Utah’s official Affidavit of Support.  If the student is sponsored by a government, company, or agency, please include the financial guarantee letter. *
· Original official copy of English proficiency test score ( 4.0 IELTS or TOEFL 45 iBT / 133 CBT / 450 PBT) *
· NOTICE! The IELTS score will be changed to 4.5 starting SPRING 2012
· Copy of the ID page of the student’s passport

· If the student currently has a US visa, include a copy of the visa page in their passport, I-94 card, and I-20
· We will need the student’s current U.S. address. If they are living in a dormitory, please provide the dormitory building name and dormitory room number
Admission Requirements:

· 4.0 IELTS (Starting SPRING 2012 4.5 IELTS) or TOEFL 45 iBT / 133 CBT / 450 PBT 
· Sufficient funding
· High School Graduates: 2.35 GPA on a 4.0 scale

· Transfer Students (30+ post secondary credit hours): 2.6 GPA on a 4.0 scale
· US High School Graduates (in the US or abroad): 2.6 GPA on a 4.0 scale and an SAT or ACT score
*If requesting a provisional letter of acceptance, an English proficiency test score and proof of financial eligibility are not required at initial application (all other documents are required).  However an English proficiency test score and proof of financial eligibility need to be submitted by the application deadline for an I-20 to be issued for the desired semester start.

IMPORTANT!  All applications documents must be submitted together at one time.  Please do not send incomplete forms, and do not send an application package that is missing any of the documents listed above.

Please send these application documents by Email Attachment in Word or PDF.  Email attachments must not exceed 2MB in file size. Please scan each document at 100%.  If necessary, you may want to send these documents through multiple emails with only 2 attachments per email.
Please reference all email’s Subject with the term start date, name of the program and the student’s full name, for example: “FALL 2011 UtahGP NGUYEN Julia”.
